To 
date, Dr Bruce Chapman has been the most successful breeder 
with three wins.
My Yellow is exceptionally quick to produce fragrant blooms, with 
new growth commencing before the blooms are spent. The colour 
rarely fades with the sun, usually deepening the yellow hue to or-
ange flushes. The blooms have a strong fragrance and the bushes 
grow to a height to 80cm. Winner of a Silver Medal and Davis Tro-
phy for the Best Australian Bred. other award winning roses bred
