Shirley’s Rose The Opportunity Rose
OCP Gracey is a green lacewing (Mallada 
signata) native to Australia. Adults feed on 
pollen and nectar but the juveniles are vo-
racious predators and will feed on a broad 
range of pests.  Gracey juveniles (some-
times called antlions) will eat almost any 
small insect or egg they can find.  They are 
particularly effective at controlling aphids 
and can consume 60 in an hour.
